Optimal technique for securement and to reduce
potential pressure under tubing

Securing Tubing: Chevron Technique

Optional technique to help keep tubing securely
in place; works best with thin tape strips or
conformable tapes

- Center tape with
adhesive side up,
under tubing.

- Cross one section of
tape over tubing and
secure to skin.

- Repeat with other side
of tape.
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
